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Wakeijuku Main Building (Former Residence of Marquis HOSOKAWA) is a representa-
tive noble residence of the early Showa period, built in 1936 by the 16th head of the
Hosokawa family, Marquess Moritatsu Hosokawa. Designated as a tangible cultural
property (structure) of Tokyo, this historic building is typically not accessible to the
public except for one or two open days per month. However, for these three days, it will
be open to the public for a special viewing.
