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Memorandum of Understanding on Cooperation in Trade and Investment Related
to Clean Energy between the Bureau of Industrial and Labor Affairs, Tokyo
Metropolitan Government and Trade and Investment Queensland

1 Purposes

1.1 The Tokyo Metropolitan Government through the Bureau of Industrial and
Labor Affairs and the Queensland Government through Trade and Investment
Queensland confirm the mutual benefits that can be gained through collaboration
in both parties in trade and investment related to clean energy including green
hydrogen.

1.2 This MoU clarifies this recognition and expresses the intention of both parties
involved to establish a cooperative relationship in trade and investment related to
clean energy including green hydrogen. This relationship will focus on:

e Promoting sustainable economic growth
e Information and knowledge sharing
e Staff development and exchange

e (Cooperation on the benefits related to clean energy (including green
hydrogen) with the goal of meeting each party’s individual targets.

2 Basic Principles

2.1 Both parties agree to cooperate to the fullest extent possible and to explore the
development of a partnership based on mutual benefits and trust, in accordance
with the laws and regulations of both countries.

2.2 The MoU expresses the intentions of the parties with respect to the document’s
contents.

2.3 The MoU does not create a legally binding relationship between the parties or
impose legal obligations on either party.

3 Areas of Cooperation

3.1 Under the MoU, both parties will cooperate to advance the benefits of both
parties in trade and investment in fields such as staft exchanges and the social
implementation of clean energy including green hydrogen.

3.2 In order to effectively promote cooperation in accordance with Item 3.1, periodic
consultations will be held and the specific details of efforts and methods will be
set out in separate documents as necessary.

4 Term and Special Notes

4.1 Subject to Item 4.2 below, the MoU will commence on the later of the dates on
which both parties sign it for a period of two (2) years.

4.2 The MoU may be amended, including an extension of the MoU by written
agreement between the parties. Any amendments will take effect on the date

agreed upon by both parties.

4.3 In the event of termination of the MoU, either party must give the other party

three months' written notice.
